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COMMON QUESTIONS ABOUT TITHING

1. My finances are completely out of order, what sh ould | do?

First, you should repent to the Lord for any sinst hat may have caused your situation. Then, you shoul d seek
wisdom about how to remedy your situation. To do th is you can schedule a meeting with a financial coac h
through money@erchurch.org  They will keep your information confidential and strive to help you organize
your finances and get yourself back on track. You ¢ an also find some very helpful information at
www.Crown.org , a Christian ministry committed to helping people grow in financial wisdom.

2. What Should | Do if | Cannot Afford to Tithe?

You should do what you can and seek to grow in fina ncial wisdom. If your financial situation is strain  ed
because of an unusual need (i.e. injury, elderly, s ingle parent etc.) then the church may need to assi st you.

2 Corinthians 8:1-4 And now, brothers, we want you to know about the gr ace that God has given the
Macedonian churches. Out of the most severe trial, their overflowing joy and their extreme poverty wel led up
in rich generosity. For | testify that they gave as much as they were able, and even beyond their abil ity.

Entirely on their own, they urgently pleaded with u s for the privilege of sharing in this servicetot he saints.

3. Should Non-Christians Tithe ?
The Bible is clear that non-Christians are welcome at worship gatherings and are not expected to give any
money.

4. Should | Tithe Off My Gross or Net Income? Shoul d I Tithe Off All My Income or Only My Salary?

5. Can | Get A Tax Deduction For Tithing?

Yes. If you give in a way that we can record (i.e. check, and cash in a marked envelope) then our chur ch
bookkeeper will keep accurate totals of your giving . We will send you a receipt letter at the beginnin g of the
year certifying the amount of your total contributi ons that are tax deductible from the previous calen dar
year.

7. Can | Get My Tithe Matched?

Some companies like Starbucks and Microsoft have a program in place that will match money donated to
non-profit corporations. Each organization has its own criteria. Talk to your employer about their uni que
procedure.

Public Charity.

8. How Much Should | Tithe?

Calculating the amount or percentage that you tithe is a decision to be made between you and the Lord.

1. Will God love me more if | become a Missionary Part ner with Emmaus Road?
No! God cannot love you any more than he already do es. You can know how much God loves you by
looking at Jesus’ death for you on the cross. Helo  ves you unconditionally and you cannot make him lov e
you more or less.
2. Are there tips on how | can be a better missionary?
The Missionary Rhythms of Emmaus Road are READ (you r bible) RELATE (to your non-Christian friends)
REJOICE (in God through prayer and worship RECONNEC T (with your family and Christian friends) RESTORE
(serve others and make them whole) REPRODUCE (mento  r and disciple others) Living out these rhythms
everyday is the best way to become a better mission ary. From time to time Emmaus Road will have
special events designed to equip you as a missionar y, make these events a priority and come and learn.

3. I really want to support ministries but really feel like | need to be fed during Sunday services how ¢ an |
do both?

The first solution is to develop the daily habit of feeding yourself spiritually with prayer and readi ng of the

scriptures throughout the week. Feeding yourself wi Il strengthen you so that on Sundays you can serve

others and give out rather than just receiving. We suggest you support ministries on a rotation so tha  tyou

serve occasionally and not every week. This allows you Sundays where you come get your hands dirty as
well as Sundays where you just sit and enjoy the se  rvice.
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
